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for fitting.
If it is too big, trimming
the heel should make
it fit snug.

Some people want a fringe
cuff, some want a plain
leather cuff, and some of
us prefer a velvet cuff.
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Most commercially tanned hides have a smooth and soft side. It is up to you to decide which side you want
to be on the outside. Some people prefer the soft side because it looks a little more natural than the glossy
smooth side. When cutting your bashkwegin please take your time and make every cut even and straight,
thus you will have fine looking moccasins.These patterns can be copied and scaled on a scanner or xerox
machine to fit your foot. If you want beadwork on these moccasins, please add it to the tongue and cuff
before sewing it together.
